Rural IMPACT Demonstration Site Visit to Blytheville, Arkansas 
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     The White House has named 10 communities as Rural IMPACT 
(Integration Models for Parents and Children to Thrive) Demonstra-
tion sites and Blytheville, Arkansas is one of them.  The Rural IM-
PACT Demonstration will help communities adopt a two-generation 
approach to programs, policies, and systems to better meet the needs 
of low-income rural and tribal families and use a comprehensive, 
holistic whole-family framework for addressing child poverty by im-
proving alignment among service providers to the poor.  The Demon-
stration Site initiative is a yearlong program with the first six months 
being spent planning and developing a combined strategy.  The six 
months following will implement a pilot program based on the first 

six months’ research.  Although no grant funds are associated with 
the Demonstration Site initiative, private philanthropic groups will 
closely monitor strategies and outcomes at the Demonstration Sites 
for future funding considerations.  Doug O’Brien, Senior Policy Ad-
visor for Rural Affairs with the White House Domestic Policy Coun-
cil and Coordinator of the White House Rural Council, visited the 
ANC campus on January 13, 2016, along with Chris Masingill, Fed-
eral Co-Chairman of the Delta Regional Authority, as the first 
Demonstration Site visit among the 10 selected sites.  Both guests 
addressed over 100 civic and community leaders in attendance.

The company’s Flex Mill™ is 
based on equipment and technology that is the newest in the 
steelmaking industry.  When fully operational, it will produce 1.6 
million tons of the niche and specialty steels currently under-
supplied and much in demand in the North American market.

     Italy was the site of ANC Tours latest, overseas adventure.  
Through the assistance of Travel Consultants travel agency of 
Blytheville, ANC was able to host a trip to Italy from March 16-
27, 2016.  Sixteen people from ANC Tours joined others in travel-
ing through northern Italy where they experienced beautiful 
scenery, amazing architecture, and delicious food. 
 
     The amazing trip began with three and a half days in Rome 
where participants toured the Vatican, the Sistine Chapel, St. 
Peter’s Square and Basilica, the Trevi Fountain, the Colosseum 
and much more.  With free time also built into the schedule, sev-
eral members traveled to Assisi—a hill town in central Italy’s 
Umbria region.  There they toured the Basilica of St. Francis, a 2-
level church consecrated in 1253. 
 
     The group also visited San Gimignano, a small walled medie-
val hill town in the province of Siena, Tuscany, north-central Ita-
ly.  Known as The Town of Fine Towers, San Gimignano is fa-
mous for its medieval architecture, unique in the preservation of 
about a dozen of its tower houses.  From there they traveled to 
Florence—the gorgeous capital of Tuscany and birthplace of the 
Renaissance.  Florence is home to masterpieces of art and archi-
tecture.  One of its most iconic sites is the Florence Cathedral, 
with its terra-cotta-tiled dome engineered by Brunelleschi and 
bell tower designed by Giotto.  The group received a VIP pass to 
the Galleria dell’Accademia which displays Michelangelo’s 
“David” sculpture, which was an amazing sight to behold.  Sever-
al travelers also visited the Uffizi Gallery which exhibits preemi-
nent works such as Botticelli’s “The Birth of Venus” and da Vin-
ci’s “Annunciation.” 
 
     Other highlights included a stop in picture perfect Pisa to see 
the “Leaning Tower.”  There was also a wine-tasting event and 
lunch at Verrazzano Castle and a spectacular drive through the 
Apennine Mountains to the romantic city of Venice.  While in 
Venice, the group enjoyed excursions to St. Marks Square and 
Basilica and a private water taxi to see Venice by night, as well as 
a visit to the island of Murano where they watched a glass artisan 
create a beautiful, hand-blown glass vase and an amazing glass 
horse figurine. 
 
     Before returning home, they made their way to Verona—the 
setting of Romeo and Juliet before traveling to Milan for more 
amazing sights.  Milan is a global capital of fashion and design.  
Home to the national stock exchange, it’s a financial hub also 
known for its high-end dining and shopping.  It was a trip filled 
with many beautiful sights and travelers enjoyed a delicious fare-
well dinner together before heading back to the United States. 
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     On Saturday, April 30th, ANC hosted a Spring Opportunity Fair to highlight for all interested members of the 
area what the College has to offer in terms of programs and services.
